He had trapped 

a huge cat that had been killing his poultry and he had been ringing various welfare agencies who were unable to 

help him. We agreed to set a live portable trap for the cat and were amazed to find that it was 

a rare Scottish Wild Cat that was at once beautiful and very scary!! We contacted our vet 

who is a wildlife expert and selected a place for it to be released the next day. Opposite is a 

photo of the cat in the trap. Although it just looks like a huge Tabby cat if you approached it it 

would leap forward to attack in a most frightening manor. All in all we were very privileged to 

see such a rare and amazing animal and it is one rescue that we will not forget in a hurry!!!

As the 

court hearings continued the two innocent horses were left neglected and starving in a 

field. A national welfare charity was called and declared that the horses would take too 

many resources to return to full health and decided that they should both be put down. 

The concerned lady was utterly appalled at this pronouncement and approached Wil-

lows. We immediately agreed to offer them a  home. When they arrived, the Willows 

vet evaluated them and although they had lost muscle and condition he felt that they 

would fully recover in just a few months. He also said that the gelding was only about 

7 years old! Both horses have settled in well and are thoroughly enjoying their life here 

at Willows.
