The year 2009 was to have been one of celebration for Willows Animal Sanctuary as it has
achieved ten years as a recognised Scottish charity. However, instead, it has been one of
the most difficult ones in its history. Firstly it was turned down by the Big Lottery - even
though Lottery advisors had reviewed its application and given the distinct impression that it
was likely to succeed. Then as the effects of the credit crunch grew stronger more animals
arrived and donations became fewer. Our vet bills are enormous and our feed and hay bills
are rising.

The demand for its innovative Animal Assisted Therapy programme increased but no fund-
ing to support it could be found. In desperation Willows engaged a professional fund raiser
who approached us with an offer to turn things aroundd unfortunately he failed to raise a
penny.

It is therefore with enormous regret that we have to say that unless we can raise
£20,000 to care for the animals through the winter we will have to close our doors at
Christmas and many animals may have to be humanely destroyed.
