They are lovely, gentle cats 
who deserve lots of love and affection in their twilight years.

Bandit, aged around 30, was once a well loved Children’s pony. How-
ever for the last five years he had been living a neglected life in a field. 
Although his physical health had not suffered Bandit had become un-
used to being handled and could be aggressive if not allowed to do just 
as he wanted. 

Ater some careful handling he has responded well to his new life and is 
now enjoying his retirement among his new friends at the sanctuary. 

Welcome to our mid winter newsletter! 
Willows continues to receive bad news. Our second outline application to the Big 
Lottery was turned down. Also, the T.S.B. refused our application for funding for a 
part time salary for one of our vulnerable people. 

Broadcairn, which, until now, has supported the sanctuary by paying for it’s 
wheelchair access (from landfill Tax credit) has lost all it’s own source of funding. 
As a consequence all Broadcairn’s promised future funding of projects at Willows 
has ended abruptly. 

All in all, the future looks increasingly uncertain for Willows and we are once again 
appealing for help. This difficulty in finding financial support comes at a time when 
our Animal Assisted Therapy unit is working at full stretch to accommodate the 
needs of the vulnerable people who are unquestionably deriving great benefit from 
its facilities.
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
